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ABSTRACT
In a single paragraph, of maximum 250 words, describe the most important aspects of the research: its reason for existence and importance, objective, brief description of the methods used in the research and a description of the type of statistical analysis used; this should be clear and concise. Citations, scientific names, abbreviations and acronyms should not be included in excess, and if a small number of them are used in this section, they should be described and any acronyms left in parentheses. The results and conclusions should be discussed in depth. The main findings of the research should be touched upon or discussed in depth and should be consistent with those presented in the various sections of the article. The CONCLUSIONS should also be described. The ABSTRACT should only be written in the original language of the manuscript text, because it will be translated at the end of the editing process, if approved for publication.
Keywords: Following the ABSTRACT, 3 or up to a maximum of 5 keywords should be written, in simple or compound terms. Keywords should not form part of the title.

0. How to use this template
This template details the sections that must be included in the article. All sections are mandatory; none can be omitted, except for the Acknowledgements section, which should not be included until your article is accepted for publication. Section titles are provided for articles and must be maintained as presented; they cannot be merged or joined together, for example: Results and Discussion. Length and format: Articles must be written in Word, with a minimum of 7,000 and a maximum of 8,000 words, on A4 size paper, conforming to the margins of this template, Times New Roman 12 points, 1.15 line-space, with no space between paragraphs. Pages must be numbered from the first to the last, in the upper right margin. Total length should include the text, cited literature, tables, figures, images and all additional material. The use of indentation at the beginning of paragraphs should be avoided. The main sections of the article must be written in capital letters, bold and aligned to the left. Subtitles of sections should be written with only the first letter in capitals, bold and aligned to the left.

The maximum number of authors per article is 6 authors, regardless of their institution.

Criteria for rejection of articles:
- Exceeding the length limit established for the type of submission.
- Not using the proposed citation system as indicated.
- Not submitting the work in the required format or without adhering to the specified formalities.
- Omitting any section of the guidelines established in this template.
- Submissions that are not related to the themes of social sciences, economics, and rural development; that is, submissions that address only technical aspects of agriculture, livestock, or the forestry or fishing sectors.
- Submissions that use AI without reporting it or that use it inappropriately, according to the journal's AI usage guidelines.
Submissions that, in the first review before being submitted for peer review, score higher than 20% on the Turnitin review.
- Any other circumstance that the Editorial Board deems unsuitable for publication of the work.

INTRODUCTION
In this section, the importance of the topic, the reason for the research and the relevant background information that supports the stated objective must be clearly presented. Thus, the why and wherefore of the research must be specified, using published bibliographic information, which must be recent (not more than ten years old). Specific subtopics under literary review are not required, because relevant aspects should be presented in the INTRODUCTION.

THEORETICAL DISCUSSION 
This section should deal with the development of the theoretical perspective; in order to construct the theoretical framework; bibliographical sources must be consulted or reviewed, citing relevant and recent literature (not more than ten years old). This will enable formation of the theoretical framework, which must conform to up-to-date opinion, in which both the methodology and the results will be framed. This means that you must discuss, according to which current of thought, the research work will be analyzed.

METHODOLOGY
Research was carried out in order to answer the questions: where? when? and how? The author must describe the procedure, method or methods and techniques used in the research, as well as describing these, in the case of questionnaires or interviews. Besides this, the author must define how the study population was calculated, whether parametrically or non-parametrically, and include the description of the type of statistical analysis used in the description of the results. In this section, the characteristics of the study area must be described, such as location (map with scale and compass rose), population, marginalization, poverty, socioeconomic data, etc.

RESULTS 
Here, the author should present the findings or results of his or her research, and these should be presented in a clear and understandable manner, without constant repetition of data presented in tables and figures. The results should correspond to the facts derived from the application of the methodology, arranged in a logical and objective manner, with tables and figures (photographs, graphs or drawings). These should be minimal and should not take up more than one page.

DISCUSSION
The discussion of the results must be presented in a clear and understandable manner, focused on iterating and discussing findings from other similar research, with an updated bibliography (not more than 10 years old), related to your research. This must be extensive.

CONCLUSIONS
This statement should indicate in a categorical, precise and substantial manner the specific contributions to knowledge, based on what has been proven from the results of the study, but without repeating these. No conclusions should be argued or based on assumptions. Conclusions should not be written in numbers, nor should they include abbreviations or acronyms (i.e., MS, RFLP, PV, EUA, REML, etc.), but instead stated in complete terms, so that the reader does not have to refer to other parts of the text, in order to understand them. Reference should not be made to bibliographic citations and future research derived from your work should be mentioned, as well as any limitations to your research that you have identified. 

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
This section should not be included in the first version of the article, as it may contain information about the authors; only if the article is accepted for publication, should it be included in the article; this is optional (not mandatory), prior to the References. Only people or institutions that financed, advised or assisted the research should be included in the acknowledgements. Names should be written in full. Regarding these people, the institution to which they belong (if applicable) should also be indicated, as well as the way and extent to which, they have collaborated.

This section should state whether or not the authors used Artificial Intelligence (AI) in the preparation of the article. If so, it should specify how or in what way it was used, based on what is permitted by the editorial guidelines of the journal Agricultura, Sociedad y Desarrollo.

REFERENCES
This section is made up of a list in alphabetical and chronological order of all the references cited in the text. References must have complete information, including the total number or range of pages consulted, as well as the DOI or specific URL, with the date of consultation in the case of digital references. It is important to ensure that the year of publication, the surnames or names of the authors or journals, or the titles of the articles or books consulted are neither omitted nor altered. Further details should be provided in this regard, together with examples. It is very important that, during the writing of the manuscript, the creation of an automatic list of references in Word® is not activated, because this prevents each reference from being discussed, reviewed and commented on individually. The bibliography cited in the text should not include the page of the cited work, but rather the year of publication, and only include the page number if the citation is textual. In cases where errors are present, reviewers, referees or editors must note, correct and comment on each particular reference. See the References section below.

Tables
These should be simple and concise. Each table should present data in an organized manner, so that comparisons are facilitated, classifications are presented, some relationships are apparent, and space is saved in the text. They should be prepared in Word, in editable format. In the text, the authors should not write “Table 1 shows…”, but instead, for example, “The population in poverty and extreme poverty was… (Table 1)” at the end of the sentence or sentences that describe the most relevant results, which are identified in the table. 
Tables should be numbered and mentioned in the text in a progressive manner (for example, Table 1; Table 2...) in the text. For their titles, write: Table 1. Title of the table, which should be written at the top of the table, without forming part of it; the title of the table should not be included in a cell above, but in a paragraph of text, in lower-case letters, except for the initial of the first word and the initials of proper names. The title should end with a period.
Tables should be placed immediately after the paragraph where they are mentioned for the first time, as long as they are complete and not abbreviated. If they do not fit on the same page where they are first mentioned, they should be placed at the beginning of the next page, where if there is still space below the table, the text should be resumed, in order to facilitate reading and analysis of the information. Below the table, the source or provenance of the table should appear in Times New Roman 11 Points. Tables should not be situated after the CONCLUSIONS, or REFERENCES.
They should be used minimally; their only function is to make the text more concise and understandable.

Figures 
By figures, we refer to maps, graphs, diagrams, illustrations and photographs. These must have a contrast that facilitates their management, in JPG or TIFF format and with a minimum resolution of 300 dpi (dots per inch), sufficient resolution so that they can be reduced while preserving their quality; if the figure contains text, this must be legible. It must have clear indications of the figure number and its corresponding place in the text. Titles of images should appear in a separate paragraph (do not include the title as part of the image). The figures should be referred to in the text by their title; Figure 1, Figure 2, ..., etc. This must appear below the graph, just after the Source. The minimum size of typographic or numerical character should be 3 mm, at scale for publication (page at 100%). Below the figure, its source or origin should appear in Times New Roman 11 points.

If the article is accepted, the author(s) must translate the Figures into English (or Spanish, if the original language of the article is English), including titles, content, and sources, as translators will not translate or quote these, because they contain delicate elements that are often not in editable format (maps, diagrams, graphs, etc.). In this instance, the translator may translate the words and place them below, but not modify the figures; this will be the responsibility of the author. This is mentioned, so that you take this into account, when preparing your tables or figures and so that the authors themselves can edit these in the future, if their article is approved.

Symbols and units
The units for variables, rates and parameters will be written as authorized and indicated by the International System of Units (BIPM; https://www.bipm.org/en/about-us/). Only the equivalents of any other system should be placed in parentheses in symbolic form, in manuscripts whose original language is English, but only the first time a unit is used. Example: Pa (lb sq-2).
Use of acronyms and initials: When using acronyms and initials in the text, the first time these are mentioned, we recommend writing the full name to which they correspond and then placing the acronym in parentheses. Example: SEP (Secretariat of Public Education); then just SEP.
Scientific names: As in the previous case, the first time a species is mentioned, we recommend writing the common name, followed by the scientific name and the abbreviation or initial of the classifier in parentheses. Example: tomato (Solanum lycopersicum L.); and subsequently just tomato. In all cases, current taxonomic classification standards for species must be adhered to.
Numbers and abbreviations: Abbreviations for units of measurement should be separated from the quantity.

Authors
The names of the authors and their institutions should not appear anywhere in the article, because the review is blind. Therefore, the names of authors and institutions must be entered into the platform in Step 3, as well as their data when uploading your article. The names in Spanish must be presented in full (with both surnames); but it will be decided by mutual agreement with the authors, whether they will be abbreviated in the final version. The main author will invariably appear first in the credits. To add more authors to your article on the platform, in Step 3, click on Add collaborators, on the right side, just after the Abstract.
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
